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Israel, Left Behind

The Apostle Paul said, “I have
great heaviness and continual sor-
row in my heart. For I could wish
that myself were accursed from Chr-
ist for my brethren, my kinsmen
according to the flesh: Who are
Israelites; to whom pertaineth the
adoption, and the glory, and the
covenants, and the giving of the
law, and the service of God, and the
promises; whose are the fathers, and
of whom as concerning the flesh
Christ came, who is over all, God
blessed for ever. Amen.

“Not as though the word of God
hath taken none effect. For they are
not all Israel, which are of Israel:
neither, because they are the seed of
Abraham, are they all children: but,
In Isaac shall thy seed be called.
That is, they which are the children
of the flesh, these are not the child-
ren of God, but the children of the
promise are counted for the seed”
(Romans 9:2-8).

To which Paul added in Ro-
mans 11:7, “What then? Israel hath
not obtained that which he seeketh
for; but the election hath obtained it,
and the rest were blinded (Accord-
ing as it is written, God hath given
them the spirit of slumber, eyes that
they should not see, and ears that
they should not hear;) unto this
day.”

God worked with Abraham,
and his seed after the flesh, for
about 2,000 years; giving them the
covenants and the promises; and
ultimately the Messiah. After about
five hundred years from the time
God began to give His promises to
Abraham, God raised up Moses who
led His people out of Egypt; “a na-
tion, great, mighty, and populous”
(Deut. 26:5).

When Moses had managed to
get the nation of Israel to Mount
Sinai, God gave them the ten com-
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mandments, which is the covenant
wherewith He married them (Ex-
odus 34:28), and the law. Forty
years later, as the people were as-
sembled in Moab; ready to cross
Jordan and possess the land which
God had promised them, God gave
them another covenant, “beside the
covenant which he made with them
in Horeb (Sinai),” (Deut. 6:1
through Deut. 29:1).

In Deuteronomy chapters 27
and 28, at the command of God,
Moses commanded blessings upon
Israel, saying, “It shall come to pass,
if thou shalt hearken diligently unto
the voice of the LORD thy God, to
observe and to do all His com-
mandments which I command thee
this day, that the LORD thy God
will set thee on high above all na-
tions of the Earth, etc.”

The LORD also spoke curses
upon them, saying, “But it shall
come to pass, if thou wilt not hear-
ken unto the voice of the LORD they
God, to observe to do all His com-
mandments and His statutes which
I command thee this day; that all
these curses shall come upon thee.”

Then for about 1,500 vyears,
God worked with that chosen na-
tion; trying to keep them in line
until He could bring forth the
promised Messiah among them; and
fulfill all of His promises and His
covenants which He had made with
them. He would endure their un-
faithfulness: their idolatry for a
time, and then He would sell them
into the hands of their neighbors to
punish them. Afterward, He res-
tored to them freedom from their
enemies; giving them sovereignty so
that they would be able to serve and
worship only Him.

For the first thousand vyears,
more or less, that they dwelt in that
land, they were afforded that sove-
reignty for only seventy times seven
(490) years. Not once in all of that
time did they obey God, and keep
the seventh-year Sabbath which He

had commanded them. Therefore,
God sold them in slavery under the
hands of the kings of Assyria, and
the kings of Babylon and Persia for
seventy years; one for every seven
years that they were free to serve
God, but would not give Him the
seventh-year Sabbath.

It appears that, from the time
when they were allowed to return to
the land which God had given
them, for at least seven weeks of
years (the first 49 years of the “se-
venty weeks”), they finally kept the
seventh year Sabbath (Daniel 9:25).
However, “in the dispensation of
the fullness of times,” when Mes-
siah the Prince did come, there was
only a small percentage of “Natural
Israel” who believed on Him; and
the rest were left behind.

A perpetual covenant had
been given to Aaron, and to his
sons, there in the wilderness of Si-
nai. But they were prone to laxity,
as well as to idolatry. How often
they did defile the temple; disho-
noring God and bringing His wrath
upon them. When Jesus came, He
found them more devoted to money
than to God in their service in the
temple, and He took a scourge and
drove the money changers out of
that natural temple. In so doing
Jesus fulfilled that prophecy in
Psalm 69:9, “The zeal of thy house
hath eaten me up.”

At the death of Jesus, Israel en-
tered into the seventieth week of
Daniel, in Daniel 9:24-27. He said,
“He (Messiah the prince) shall con-
firm the covenant (the New Testa-
ment covenant which He purchased
on the cross) with many for one
week: and in the midst of the week
he shall cause the sacrifice and the
oblation to cease, and for the over-
spreading of abominations he shall
make it desolate, even until the
consummation, and that deter-
mined shall be poured upon the de-
solate.”
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Once again the sins of Israel had
caught up with them. But the time
had changed, and this time, they
were not merely sold into the hands
of their enemies for a while. This
time, the death of Jesus left them
without a husband: without a cove-
nant, and therefore, desolate; the
woman without a husband. And
they remained desolate until that
which was determined was poured
out upon them in 70 A.D.

In Acts 4, we see the apostate
priesthood beginning to persecute
the “Election” with floggings and
threatenings. ~ Then, when they
prayed, they were all filled with the
Holy Ghost with which they had
already been “baptized.” As Luke
continued the narrative we see the
fulfillment of Jacob’s prophecy, in
Genesis 28:17, in the death of Ana-
nias and Sapphira. As Jacob said,
“How dreadful is this place! This is
none other than the House of God.”
The House of God: the Temple had
been replaced by the spiritual Tem-
ple: The Church of the Living God.”

It was in the middle of the sev-
en years following the resurrection
of Jesus Christ, that the perpetual
covenant, under which the priest-
hood of Aaron had worked for so
many centuries, was nullified. The
sacrifice and oblation which God
had, for so long a time, received at
their hands ceased to be accepted by
God (Daniel 9:27). That responsi-
bility was then laid upon the sancti-
fied and accepted “Church.” If that
had not been the case, the death of
Ananias and Sapphira would not
have occurred as it did. That couple
laid a defiled offering upon the New
Testament altar: the Twelve Apos-
tles (Hebrews 13:10). How much
sorer punishment than was meted
out unto them that they would have
received under Moses (Hebrews
10:29).

That “sacrifice and oblation”
which was presented to God by the
priesthood of Aaron included burn-
ing the incense and lighting the sev-
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en lamps which were upon the can-
dlestick. The Twelve alluded to the
responsibility which pertained unto
them in both of these things when
they ordained the Seven Deacons in
Acts 6, saying, “The Twelve called
the multitude of the disciples unto
them, and said, It is not reason that
we should leave the word of God,
and serve tables. Wherefore, breth-
ren, look ye out among you seven
men of honest report, full of the
Holy Ghost and wisdom, whom we
may appoint over this business. But
we will give ourselves continually to
prayer, and to the ministry of the
word.” The incense which the Sons
of Aaron offered was actually a sha-
dow of the Prayers of the “four
Beasts, and four and twenty Elders”
in the Jewish and, eventually, Gen-
tile Church. It takes the twelve in
both of those churches to fulfill that
prophecy in Revelation 5.

Thus, Israel did not obtained
that which he sought for; but the
election did obtain it, and the full-
ness of the Jewish promises and co-
venants were manifested in the glo-
rious Jewish Church through the
end of the first century A.D. That
“chosen generation” had become a
“Royal priesthood, a holy nation, a
peculiar people, that they should
show forth the praises of Him who
had called them out of darkness
into His marvelous light.”

Something marvelous hap-
pened at the time of the death of
“the Lamb of God which takes away
the sins of the world.” As it is writ-
ten, “Jesus cried with a loud voice,
and gave up the ghost. And the veil
of the temple was rent in twain from
the top to the bottom.”

Wherefore, Paul said, in He-
brews 4:15-16, “For we have not a
high priest which cannot be touched
with the feeling of our infirmities;
but was in all points tempted like as
we are, yet without sin. Let us
therefore come boldly unto the throne
of grace that we may obtain mercy,

and find grace to help in time of
need.”

It is, perhaps, not perfectly clear
at what exact time that the access to
the throne of grace was made avail-
able to whosoever will come to God
to find mercy. However, as I have
shown, it was given to the Church
for a season, perhaps as long as it
was faithful to God wunder the
anointed leadership of James and
Jude (Genesis 49:10; Psalm 60:7).

When the new sanctuary: The
Church had disappeared from the
scene, and those Twelve were no
longer there to relay the prayers of
the saints to God, God began to
receive all men of repentance and
faith who would come boldly unto
the Throne of Grace. From then,
until now, all who would believe in
Jesus Christ for the remission of
sins, whether Gentile or Jew, have
had the wonderful privilege of com-
ing directly to God by Jesus Christ.

James, the brother of Jesus, in
Acts 15:13-16, made an important
statement concerning this pheno-
menon of God’s Church being a
“Royal Priesthood” (1 Peter 2:9-
10), and about the function of the
Church, in that regard, when Jesus
“raises it up again at the last day”

(John 6:39).

James said, “Simeon hath de-
clared how God at the first did visit
the Gentiles, to take out of them a
people for his name. And to this
agree the words of the prophets; as
it is written, after this I will return,
and will build again the tabernacle
of David, which is fallen down; and
I will build again the ruins thereof,
and I will set it up: that the residue
of men might seek after the Lord,
and all the Gentiles, upon whom
my name is called, saith the Lord,
who doeth all these things.”

James did not say, “to take out
of them people for His name.” He
said A People. That is, a nation: a
bride. The object of Him “visiting”
the Gentiles was primarily to set the
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stage for the last few years of the
Grace Age, when God would raise
up “the House of God:” the Church
again, with Gentiles this time. We
must ask ourselves what that would
have to do with whether or not “the
residue of men might seek after the
Lord?”

James cited the prophecy in
Amos 9, of the fall of the early
Church, and of it being rebuilt, us-
ing the term “The Tabernacle of
David” (1 Chron. 15:29-16:1).
Why the Tabernacle of David? Be-
cause that is where the Ark of the
Covenant: the Mercy Seat was put
when it was returned to God’s
people, and that is where the
“Throne of David” is prophesied to
be “established in mercy” (Isaiah

16:1-5).

So, what does that have to do
with people in this day being able to
“seek after the Lord?” Paul pointed
out, in Romans 2:5-11, that what-
ever God did to, or for, His Jewish
people, He would also do to His
Gentile people, be it blessing or
curse.

In about A.D. 37, in the fulfill-
ment of Daniel 9:27, because of
“the overspreading of abomina-
tions,” God took the sacrifice and
oblation away from His people
Israel, and vested the Church with
that honor.

Christianity today has done as
the nation of Israel had done; they
have followed after every false way,
and carnality seems to be every-
where. All kinds of sexual sins, and
presumptuous sins seem to be found
at every level of authority in every
church. Therefore, for the over-
spreading of abominations in Chris-
tianity in general, God has deter-
mined to take from us the privilege
of coming directly to Him. Begin-
ning almost immediately God will
do this, and will appoint a people to
relay the prayers of His people to
His throne.
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Then shall be fulfilled that say-
ing in Daniel 12, “O my Lord, what
shall be the end of these things?
And he said, Go thy way, Daniel:
for the words are closed up and
sealed till the time of the end.
Many shall be purified, and made
white, and tried; but the wicked
shall do wickedly: and none of the
wicked shall understand; but the
wise shall understand. And from the
time that the daily sacrifice shall be
taken away, and the abomination
that maketh desolate set up, there
shall be a thousand two hundred
and ninety days. Blessed is he that
waiteth, and cometh to the thou-
sand three hundred and five and
thirty days.

God has shown me how to
reckon the time of the end, particu-
larly the last 2,300 days (about sev-
en or eight months less than seven
years). The period of 2,300 days
began in March, 2004; the 1,290
days begins in January 2007, and
the period of “time, times, and a
half” begins in September, 2007.

God has appointed me to tell
you what time it is, saying, “Who is
a chosen man that I may appoint
over her? for who is like Me? and
who will appoint (for) Me the time
(Jeremiah 49:19)?

Jesus told us that the story of
Noah and the flood was a prophecy
of the last days. When the first
Noah was here, many of the “Sons
of God” perished in the flood. The
same thing will happen to Chris-
tians at this last time. Those who
espouse the message which this
man, who is spiritually called
“Noah,” is delivering to Christianity
today will “remain alive” with him,
being delivered from the “flood out
of the mouth of the dragon.” They
shall go in to the marriage, and be
changed to immortality at the ap-
pearing of our King. All the rest of
“spiritual Israel” will be left behind.
There shall be weeping and gnash-
ing of teeth. To God be the glory.
AMEN! g

Without a Prayer

Prayer. It is the single most im-
portant activity in the life of the
believer. The Word of God declares
that prayer is a means of intimate
communication with the God of all
the earth, a way to help our breth-
ren, and a part of the armor of God.

If there be any sick among us,
we are told that they should “call
for the elders of the church; and let
them pray over him, anointing him
with oil in the name of the Lord:
And the prayer of faith shall save
the sick, and the Lord shall raise
him up; and if he have committed
sins, they shall be forgiven him”
(James 5:14-15).

If anyone is afflicted, God’s
word tells him to pray (James 5:13).
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When someone is mistreated
and persecuted, Jesus says that he
should pray for those that are caus-
ing the harm (Matt. 5:44).

We are told to pray for the mi-
nisters of the Word of God (Col.
4:3; 2 Thess. 3:1; Heb. 13:18), for
the secular rulers of the world (1
Tim. 2:2), and for one another
(James 5:16).

By prayer — together with the
Word of God - the food we eat is
sanctified (1 Tim. 4:4-5). Jesus said
that some miraculous acts — like
casting out certain demons — could
not be done unless the believer had
already been praying and fasting
(Mark 9:29).

Whether we are desiring to
make our requests known unto
God, or merely offer up an offering
of thanksgiving, prayer is the means
we have to do so.

But are our prayers heard by the
Lord? How do we know? All too
often it seems as though the an-
SWers to our prayers never come.
We lay our heart open before the
Lord, and then we wait ... and wait
... and wait. Did He hear us?

We open the pages of the Holy
Scriptures, and we see many in-
stances where God’s answer came
instantly, as the prophet called
upon the Lord. Still, the Scriptures
record a great many times when the
response came after much time of
prayer and supplication.

Jesus, our great example, said to
the Father, “Father, I thank thee
that thou hast heard me. And I
knew that thou hearest me always”
(John 11:41-42). Is it possible to
have the same confidence in prayer
that Jesus had?

And what if prayer, our only
means of communication with the
Almighty, was no longer available to
us? Is that possible? Wise King
Solomon thought so, for he said,
“The sacrifice of the wicked is an
abomination to the LORD: but the
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prayer of the upright is his delight”
(Prov. 15:8), and again, “He that
turneth away his ear from hearing
the law, even his prayer shall be ab-
omination” (Prov. 28:9).

This was the problem Judas Is-
cariot was faced with, after that he
had betrayed the Lord of glory. He
was caught by the prophetic word in
Psalm 109, “When he shall be
judged, let him be condemned: and
let his prayer become sin. Let his
days be few; and let another take
his office. Let his children be fa-
therless, and his wife a widow” (Psa.
109:7-9). Peter confirms that this
scripture was about Christ’s betray-
er, quoting verse 8 in Acts 1:20b,
“... his bishoprick let another take.”
So Judas’ prayer became sin, and
was therefore unheard by God, leav-
ing him hopeless, his children fa-
therless, and his wife a widow.

King David, a man after God’s
own heart, said, “If I regard iniquity
in my heart, the Lord will not hear
me” (Psa. 66:18). So he cried out
to the Lord, “Create in me a clean
heart, O God; and renew a right
spirit within me. Cast me not away
from thy presence; and take not thy
holy spirit from me” (Psa. 51:10-
11). David knew that the presence
of the Holy Spirit was essential if
we are going to be effective in

prayer.

Paul confirmed this in Rom.
8:26-27, “Likewise the Spirit also
helpeth our infirmities: for we know
not what we should pray for as we
ought: but the Spirit itself maketh
intercession for us with groanings
which cannot be uttered. And he
that searcheth the hearts knoweth
what is the mind of the Spirit, be-
cause he maketh intercession for the
saints according to the will of God.”

This, then, would explain the
dire consequences for blasphemy
against the Holy Spirit: “it shall not
be forgiven him, neither in this

world, neither in the world to come”
(Matt. 12:32). Why, because the

offense is against our intercessor:
the very conduit by which our pray-
ers come up before the throne of
God!

Although King David knew that
his prayers would not be heard, if
he had iniquity in his heart, still he
went on to proclaim, “But verily
God hath heard [me]; he hath at-
tended to the voice of my prayer.
Blessed be God, which hath not
turned away my prayer, nor his
mercy from me” (Psa. 66:19-20).
Praise His name!

As the saga of Job came to a
close, Job regarded all that had hap-
pened, and declared unto the Al-
mighty, “I have heard of thee by the
hearing of the ear: but now mine
eye seeth thee. Wherefore I abhor
myself, and repent in dust and
ashes” (Job 42:5-6).

Then the Lord God began to
pass judgment on the situation. Job
had been subjected to the opinions
of his friends, Eliphaz, Bildad, and
Zophar, who had been to him “mi-
serable comforters.” Now the Lord
said to them, “My wrath is kindled
against [you], for ye have not spo-
ken of me the thing that is right, as
my servant Job hath.” The Lord
commanded them to prepare a sa-
crifice and, in the presence of Job,
offer it up to God. “And my servant
Job will pray for you,” said the
Lord, “for him will I accept: lest I
deal with you after your folly, in
that ye have not spoken of me the
thing that is right, like my servant
Job.”

This was the great turning point
in the time of Job’s trouble accord-
ing to the Scripture, for “Eliphaz
the Temanite and Bildad the Shu-
hite and Zophar the Naamathite
went, and did according as the
LORD commanded them: the LORD
also accepted Job. And the LORD
turned the captivity of Job, when he
prayed for his friends” (Job 42:7-
10). As James said, “The effectual
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fervent prayer of a righteous man
availeth much” (James 5:16).

Prayer, the central act by which
we communicate with God, has
been lightly esteemed by the people
of God in these last days. Today, it
is not uncommon for professed be-
lievers in Christ Jesus to unite
themselves with the heathen for a
time of “interfaith” prayer.  So
while some are praying to the black
stone, others to their ancestors, still
others to the earth, and some even
praying to the “god” that they
themselves are, we can often find
professed Christians among them,
praying “in unity” but supposedly
to the great I Am. Does it not occur
to us to first inquire of God whether
it is His will that we unite in prayer
with the heathen?

God is calling us out to be a pe-
culiar people, holy and acceptable
before His face. Shall we be as Job,
whom the Lord deemed righteous
and whose prayers were heard? Or
shall we be as Job’s friends, who
needed Job to pray for them so they
could be accepted?

The words of Paul ring out to
this generation, “Be ye not unequal-
ly yoked together with unbelievers:
for what fellowship hath righteous-
ness with unrighteousness? and
what communion hath light with
darlness? And what concord hath
Christ with Belial? or what part
hath he that believeth with an infi-
del? And what agreement hath the
temple of God with idols? for ye are
the temple of the living God; as
God hath said, I will dwell in them,
and walk in them; and I will be their
God, and they shall be my people.
Wherefore come out from among
them, and be ye separate, saith the
Lord, and touch not the unclean
thing; and I will receive you, And
will be a Father unto you, and ye
shall be my sons and daughters,
saith the Lord Almighty. Having
therefore these promises, dearly be-
loved, let us cleanse ourselves from
all filthiness of the flesh and spirit,

perfecting holiness in the fear of
God” (2 Cor. 6:14-7:1).

Righteousness exalteth a nation.
The eyes of the Lord are over the
righteous, and his ears are open un-
to their prayers. If we seek righ-
teousness, then the Lord which
promised a greater glory for the lat-
ter house, will visit us in our pray-
ers, even as He visited the Early
Church, shaking the place where we
are gathered, filling us with the Ho-
ly Ghost, and giving us boldness to
speak the His Word to today’s dis-
obedient generation. (AN

Report
